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Child Development

Modern child development research
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The Soviet-Jewish psychologist Lev Vygotsky put forth two

important social-cultural learning ideas:

e The Zone of Proximal Development (ZPD) describes
tasks that a child has not yet learned but is capable of
learning at a given time. Being aware of ZPD lets
educators know when a child or group of learners is
exactly at the point of readiness for a given concept.

e Instructional Scaffolding is the assistance provided by
more competent peers or adults. In other words,
teachers and others support
development and provide support structures to get
the learner to that next stage or level.
